It has the following properties :-

a. Antiseptic (kill germs)

b. Stimulant (tonic)

c. Preservative (used in embalming)

d. Analgesic (pain relief)

e. Astringent (contracts body tissues thereby diminishing bleeding)
[Webster's Dictionary]

Jesus refused the Myrrh as this would have prevented Him from shedding His
blood for our sins.
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[2]. CINNAMON

Inner bark of a tree. Native to tropical Africa.

Uses :-

a. Spice

b. Carminative - used to relieve flatulence.

[3]. CALAMUS

Aromatic root used in the Anointing Oil for its aroma.

[Webster's Dictionary]

[4]. CASSIA

A tropical leguminous plant. The leaflets of these plants constitute the drug
called senna - used as a purgative.

[5]. OLIVE OIL

oil product by grinding olives in a olive press. A symbol of life and spiritual
nourishment - used for cooking, treatment of wounds, consecration of priests.
All vessels in the tabernacle had to be anointed before use. The vessels
symbolize Born Again believers. The anointing symbolizes the Holy Spirit.

The components of the anointing oil symbolize some of the purposes of the
anointing.

I rose up to open to my beloved; and my hands dropped with myrrh, and my
fingers with sweet smelling myrrh, upon the handles of the lock.(KJV)

SOME OF THESE CHARACTERISTICS ARE SEEN IN THE LIFE OF A BELIEVER

FILLED WITH THE SPIRIT.

a) The myrrh was use as an antiseptic. This symbolizes the overcoming power
of the anointing.

1Jn 4:4

Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he

that is in you, than he that is in the world.(KJV)

Isa 59:19
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So shall they fear the name of the LORD from the west, and his glory from the
rising of the sun. When the enemy shall come in like a flood, the Spirit of the

b) Ability to go through trials and tribulations.(Analgesic and preservation
characteristics of the anointing) Revival in a time of heaviness. (Stimulant)
Rom 8:26-27

26Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we
should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us
with groanings which cannot be uttered.

27And he that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind of the Spirit,
because he maketh intercession for the saints according to the will of God.
(KJIV)

JESUS REFUSED THE MYRRH BECAUSE HE HAD THE SPIRIT WITHOUT
MEASURE.

Mark 15:23

And they gave him to drink wine mingled with myrrh: but he received it not.
(KIV)

The Spirit helped Him in His pain. Symbolically the myrrh would have
prevented him from shedding His blood because of its astringent properties.

B. CASSIA

A tropical leguminous plant. The leaflets of these plants constitute the drug
called senna - used as a purgative.

The significance of this is seen in the convicting and cleansing work of the
Holy Spirit.

John 16:8

And when he is come, he will reprove the world of sin, and of righteousness,
and of judgment:(KJV)

Gal 5:16

This | say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh.
(KWV)

C. CINNAMON

Inner bark of a tree, native to tropical Africa. It is used as a spice and a
carminative(relieves flatulence).

Just as spice enhances the flavour of food, the anointing enhances the life of a
believer through the gifts and fruit of the Spirit.

D. CALAMUS

Aromatic root used in the anointing oil for its aroma.

It is the root that gives the fruit.

Paul commends the Phillipian Church for their fruit of love manifested in their
giving.

Phil 4:17

Not because I desire a gift: but | desire fruit that may abound to your account.
(KJV)

Phil 4:18

But | have all, and abound: | am full, having received of Epaphroditus the
things which were sent from you, an odour of a sweet smell, a sacrifice
acceptable, wellpleasing to God.(KJV)

Giving is a sweet smell and is one of the characteristics of the anointing.

This aromatic component is seen in Christ's life of giving - even His own life.
Luke 4:18-19

18The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach
the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach
deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty
them that are bruised,

19To preach the acceptable year of the Lord.(KJV)
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He is the root out of dry ground.

Isa 53:2

For he shall grow up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry

E. OLIVE OIL

Oil produced by grinding olives in a olive press. A symbol of life and spiritual
nourishment - used for cooking, treating wounds and consecrating priests. The
anointing strengthens the spirit of man.

Eph 3:16

That he would grant you, according to the riches of his glory, to be
strengthened with might by his Spirit in the inner man;(KJV)

THE ANOINTING IS A SYMBOLIC REFERENCE TO BEING FILLED WITH THE
HOLY SPIRIT. IT LITERALLY MEANS TO BE SMEARED OR RUBBED WITH OIl.

THERE ARE 3 LEVELS OF THE ANOINTING CORRESPONDING TO 3 PHASES
IN THE LIFE OF A BELIEVER.

1. NEW BIRTH.

Rom 8:9

But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell
in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his.(KJV)

The absence of the Spirit in a person represents an unsaved state.

2. BAPTISM IN THE HOLY SPIRIT.

Acts 1:8

8But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and
ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in
Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.(KJV)

Acts 19:3-6

3And he said unto them, Unto what then were ye baptized? And they said, Unto
John's baptism.

4Then said Paul, John verily baptized with the baptism of repentance, saying
unto the people, that they should believe on him which should come after him,
that is, on Christ Jesus.

WE ALSO SEE THESE THREE PHASES IN THE ANOINTING OF DAVID.

DAVID WAS ANOINTED 3 TIMES:-

1. AT BETHLEHEM

1 Sam 16:13

Then Samuel took the horn of oil, and anointed him in the midst of his
brethren: and the Spirit of the LORD came upon David from that day forward.
So Samuel rose up, and went to Ramah.(KJV)

BENEFITS: Entrance into the kingdom.

2. AT HEBRON

2 Sam 2:4

And the men of Judah came, and there they anointed David king over the
house of Judah. And they told David, saying, That the men of Jabesh-gilead
were they that buried Saul.(KJV)

BENEFITS: A taste of the blessings of the kingdom.

3. AT HEBRON AGAIN

2 Sam 5:3

3So all the elders of Israel came to the king to Hebron; and king David made a
league with them in Hebron before the LORD: and they anointed David king
over Israel.(KJV)

BENEFITS: Access to a greater measure of the blessings of the kingdom. At
this level David had prosperity, rest, peace and victory.

2 Sam 5:10

And David went on, and grew great, and the LORD God of hosts was with him.

(KJV)

2 Sam 7:1
1And it came to pass, when the king sat in his house, and the LORD had given
him rest round about from all his enemies;(KJV)

2 Sam 8:15
15And David reigned over all Israel; and David executed judgment and justice
unto all his people.(KJV)

7. THE PURPOSE OF THE ANOINTING.

DEFINITION

To pour oil upon. To smear or rub with oil (Webster's Dictionary).

It is a symbolic reference to being covered or filled with the HOLY SPIRIT.
MNEMONIC - "ANOINTING"

ADORNS THE BELIEVER

The parable of the lost coin (Luke 15) illustrates the principle of adorning of the
anointing. The coin was one of 10 coins worn as a head band by the woman to
indicate that she was married. Besides enhancing her beauty it reminded her
that her husband had invested 10 days wages to buy the head band (Note:
Each coin was equivalent to one day's wages. Jesus sent the Holy Spirit 10
days after the ascension). The loss of 1 coin affected her appearance.

Losing the anointing seriously affects one’'s spiritual appearance.

THE FOLLOWING ARE THE ADORNING MANIFESTATIONS OF THE
ANOINTING:-

[1]. BROKENESS

The aroma of the anointing oil adorned the PRIEST. All the components of the
anointing oil were extracted by crushing processes. The crushing speaks of
BROKENESS. For the fragrance to manifest, crushing had to take place. This
aspect of the anointing is manifested when a believer is a "broken vessel" to
the Lord. The strategy used by Gideon illustrates the principle of brokeness.
Gideon used earthen vessels with lamps within. At Gideon's command the
vessels were broken simultaneously and the lamp within shone together to
blind the enemy (Judges 7:20).

The Bible says we have this treasure in earthen vessels.

2Cor.4:7

But we have this treasure in earthen vessels that the excellence of the power
may be of God and not of us.

This is the Holy Spirit within us. He is demonstrated when we "break our
vessels" in humility.

Psalmist David said, "l am like a broken vessel” (Ps.31:12).

[2]. THE FRUIT OF THE SPIRIT

Gal.5:22-23

22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, kindness,
goodness, faithfulness, 23 gentleness, self-control....

[3]- THE GIFTS OF THE SPIRIT

Acts 6:8

And Stephen, full of faith and power, did great wonders and signs among the
people.

See also 1Cor.12:8-10

[4]. ENHANCED WORSHIP LIFE

Eph.5:18-19

18 And do not be drunk with wine, in which is dissipation; but be filled with the
Spirit, 19 speaking to one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs,
singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord,

Phil.3:3

For we are the circumcision, who worship God in the Spirit, rejoice in Christ

For we do not know what
we should pray for as we ought, but the Spirit Himself makes intercession for
us with groanings which cannot be uttered. 27 Now He who searches the
hearts knows what the mind of the Spirit is, because He makes intercession for
the saints according to the will of God.

Myrrh was used as a stimulant and symbolizes the "reviving” qualities of the
anointing.

Olive Oil was an important component of the anointing oil. It was used for
virtually all cooking purposes and is symbolic of spiritual nourishment. The
anointing strengthens the spirit of man.

OVERCOMES

The anointing breaks bondages.

1s.10:27

It shall come to pass in that day that his burden will be taken away from your
shoulder, and his yoke from your neck, and the yoke will be destroyed because
of the anointing oil.

[1]. OVERCOMES THE FLESH

Rom.8:13

For if you live according to the flesh you will die; but if by the Spirit you put to
death the deeds of the body, you will live.

Gal.5:16

I say then: Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh.

The anointing inspires holiness.

[2]. OVERCOMES SATAN

1John 4:4

You are of God, little children, and have overcome them, because He who is in
you is greater than he who is in the world.

So shall they fear the name of the Lord from the west, and His glory from the
rising of the sun; when the enemy comes in like a flood, the Spirit of the Lord
will lift up a standard against him.

By sanctifying the Christian.

But we are bound to give thanks to God always for you, brethren beloved by
the Lord, because God from the beginning chose you for salvation through
sanctification by the Spirit and belief in the truth.

Spirit, for obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ: grace to you
and peace be multiplied.

The myrrh was used as an antiseptic (substance that kills germs). This
symbolizes the overcoming power of the anointing.

IMPARTS POWER

[1]. POWER TO WITNESS

Acts 1:8

"But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you
shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the
end of the earth.”

Acts 4:31

And when they had prayed, the place where they were assembled together was
shaken; and they were all filled with the Holy Spirit, and they spoke the word of
God with boldness.

[2]. POWER TO DO GOOD

Luke 4:18-19

18 "The Spirit of the Lord is upon Me, because He has anointed Me to preach
the gospel to the poor. He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach
deliverance to the captives and recovery of sight to the blind, to set at liberty
those who are oppressed, 19 to preach the acceptable year of the Lord."

Acts 10:38

"how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power, who
went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for
God was with Him.”

Heb.13:16

But do not forget to do good and to share, for with such sacrifices God is well
pleased.

Losing the anointing results in powerlessness :-

e.g. 1. Samson (Judg.16:20-21).

2. Lost axe head symbolic of loss of anointing (2Kin.16:1-7).

3. Saul - powerless against Goliath (1Sam.17)

NURTURES

1John 2:20,27

20 But you have an anointing from the Holy One, and you know all things.

27 But the anointing which you have received from Him abides in you, and you
do not need that anyone teach you; but as the same anointing teaches you
concerning all things, and is true, and is not a lie, and just as it has taught you,
you will abide in Him.

John 14:26

"But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will
teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all things that | said to
you."”

TEMPORAL BLESSINGS

Num.18:8 [KJV]

And the Lord spake unto Aaron, Behold, | also have given thee the charge of
mine heave offerings of all the hallowed things of the children of Israel; unto
thee have | given them by reason of the anointing, and to thy sons, by an
ordinance for ever.

The last verse speaks of the many blessings that were conferred upon Aaron
and his sons because of the anointing.

Jesus said in Matt.6:33, "But seek first the kingdom of God and His
righteousness, and all these things shall be added to you.” Rom.14:17 states,
"for the kingdom of God is not food and drink, but righteousness and peace
and joy in the Holy Spirit."
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Integral to the Kingdom of God is the Holy Spirit. Therefore seeking the
Kingdom is tantamount to seeking the Holy Spirit (anointing). As material
blessings are promised to those who seek the Kingdom the same applies to
those who seek and operate in the anointing.

IDENTIFIES THE BELIEVER WITH CHRIST

The believer is sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise.

Eph.1:13

In Him you also trusted, after you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your
salvation; in whom also, having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit
of promise.

The believers were first called Christians at Antioch.

Christian = like the "anointed one"/one who follows Christ's teachings/follower
of Christ.

Acts 4:13

Now when they saw the boldness of Peter and John, and perceived that they
were uneducated and untrained men, they marveled. And they realized that
they had been with Jesus.

Ex.30:33

‘Whoever compounds any like it, or whoever puts any of it on an outsider, shall
be cut off from his people.’

The anointing oil could not be applied on a stranger. The anointing is for
Christians only and separates the Christian from the world to God.

NARCOSIS

Gives pain relief in times of trials and tribulations and power to endure
hardness as a good soldier.

Myrrh was used as an analgesic and symbolizes this aspect of the anointing. It
was also used as a preservative. This is seen in the sustaining power of the
Holy Spirit.

GLORIFY JESUS

John 16:14

"He will glorify Me, for He will take of what is Mine and declare it to you."

Satan was known as the ‘anointed cherub' (Ezek. 28:14). He was cast down
when he used the anointing to glorify himself (Is.14:13).
